MODERATE BURNS





1.  Adult: 2nd degree 15-25% TBSA


2.  Child: 2nd degree10-20% TBSA


3.  3rd degree 2-10% TBSA








1. Cover Burn with Dry Sterile Sheets


2. Consider Requesting Air Transport for Critical 


    Burns





Moderate to Severe Pain Present?





Continue to Monitor & Transport





CRITICAL BURNS





1.   Inhalation injuries


2.  All burns of Face, Feet, Hands, Genetalia


3.  Adult: 2nd degree > 25% TBSA


4.  Child: 2nd degree > 20% TBSA


5.  3rd degree > 10% TBSA


6.  All Electrical Burns


7.  All Burns with Associated Trauma (Fx’s, etc.)


8.  All Burns in Patients <11 y/o or > 50 y/o


9.  Patients with Serious Underlying Medical
