PEDIATRIC DOSES





Lidocaine IV 1.0mg/kg


Lidocaine Drip 10mcg/kg/min





Reference: Alternative Antiarrhythmic Medications





Amiodarone: 150mg over 10 min., followed by an infusion of 1mg/min.  Supplementary infusions of 150mg may be repeated as necessary for refractory or recurrent arrhythmis.

Monitor & Transport





Consider alternative antiarrhythmic medications**





PVC’s Suppressed?





Lidocaine, 0.5mg/kg, SIVP, every 5 min


Until PVC’s suppressed or 3mg/kg given


Increase Lidocaine gtt, 1mg/kg after each  


         bolus, to a maximum of 4mg/kg
