
 



PHYCHIATRIC   EMERGENCIES





1. Assure Personal Safeties. Call for Police 


2. Keep calm and keep Pt. calm


3. Restrain if suicidal or homicidal or if pt. has life threatening emergency  


    (With Police assistance only)


4. Perform primary assessment


5. Perform secondary assessment: 


Look for medical or traumatic causes for the patient's behavior.         


Note behavior. 


Note mental status. 


Obtain drug/alcohol/medical history/psychiatric history.


6. Administer Oxygen 6-10lpm


7. Obtain Glucose Level











Glucose Level





<70mg/dl 


administer 25G D50/IVP








>70mg/dl and < 250mg/dl


Go to step #9








        9.  If Hx. of Alcoholism or


            Alcoholism is suspected.





           Administer Thiamine   


            100mg/IV or IM 





Recheck Glucose


If Glucose is within normal limits and no change in Pt. go to step #9





If no change in Pt. condition, Consider Haldol 2mg IM and Ativan 1mg IM or IV for sedation.








Recheck vitals after each medication given.








Transport (If pt. is restrained or in police custody have police accompany pt. 





Contact Medical Control for any problems or questions.
